SHOTSHELL RELOADING: THE RELOADING SEQUENCE
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1. Hull is placed in shellholder in a multi-stage reloading press. Hull is advanced to each station by various methods

2. Spent primer removed 
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3. New primer inserted
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4. Carefully measured powder charge added

5. Wad inserted over powder 
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6. Carefully measured shot charge added
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7. Pre-crimper starts crimp

8. Crimper completes crimp

 

What You Need to Reload
SHOTSHELLS
Equipment:
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· Shotshell reloading press-some accommodate one gauge, some more than one 

· Powder and shot bushings and/or charge bars to dispense desired powder and shot charges 

· Wad guide fingers for shells you are loading 

· Powder scale to check-weigh powder and shot charges 

 Components:

· Empty hulls of the gauge, length and type you want to load 

· Shotshell primers 

· Cup-type shot wads-check reloading manual for correct type 

· Powder-check manual for compatible types 

· Lead shot-choose the size for your shooting needs 

·  Literature
· Reloading manual(s) from powder companies 

· Powder and shot bushing or charge bar guide from the maker of your reloading tool
